FYI:
1. Sheriff report 258 calls last month in Kawkawlin township. There has been dirt bikes and four Wheelers tearing up the park and other public properties that is being addressed by the Sheriff’s Department. No ORV’s are allowed on the beach.
Public Input: 
2225 Schmidt Rd Richard Sniecinski reporting blight in the community. People are burning plastic. Sniecinski asked that in the winter the road be plowed in a manner that a car could travel M-13 at the table top. Steve Gray states he will bring the idea to the Road Commissioners to have a pickup truck clean up paths after the big plow trucks. Sniecinski asked when the ditches are going to be dredged? Gray responded that he has made contact with the owner of the ditch being discussed and it is slowly making improvements. We are looking into making arrangements with the Drain Commission to get this resolved and improve the drainage in the Township. 
208 Ernest Steve Suess has observed trucks with flammable stickers parking behind his property. He has been told by the drivers that they contain flammable liquid and gases typically methane. There are over 20 trucks being parked there overnight with the placards indicating flammable liquids still in trucks. This is very concerning regarding safety and our ability to put out a fire of this magnitude. Suess would like to know if this business is able to do this with their current zoning licensing. If the business is allowed to continue to do this, I would like to ask if they could park the trucks on the other side of the road that is not residential.  Fire Chief Steve Bernreuter is aware of the trucks and is in contact with the owner and believes the trucks are being stored empty.
